Each sub-
mission should include the names and com-
plete addresses (including email, when possi-
ble) of all authors. Correspondence will be
sent to the �rst author, unless otherwise indi-
cated.
The main objective of the abstracts is to
spread information about recent work in our
community. Accepted abstracts will be pub-
lished in informal workshop notes and be made
available by WWW.

Full Papers

In addition to the two-page abstracts, the par-
ticipants are invited to submit full journal type
papers. These papers will be treated as sub-
missions to the Logic Journal of the IGPL
(http://www.jigpal.oupjournals.org)
They will be refereed and, if accepted, pub-
lished by the journal as fast as possible.

The workshop is intended to be an inclusive
event, with participants encouraged from the
broad spectrum covered by the �eld of auto-
mated reasoning. We encourage the participa-
tion of experienced researchers as well as those
new to the �eld, especially students. A lim-
ited number of travel grants for students will
be available.
